For those who have been previously baptized, they have been members of the church (though not
Aivotingd members) since baptism. They have all/l been recipi
long before this Confirmation Sunday.

Too often, we think of confirmation as fAgraduationo fr
comes after it. True, confirmation does celebrate the completion of a difficult year of study and represents a major transi-
tion in life. But more importantly, confirmation is a continued commitment to the life of faith 1 to the arduous task of at-
tempting to follow Jesus Christ for the rest of your life. Confirmation is intended to lead our youth to a renewed and
deeper commitment to the ways of Jesus. Perhaps it would be better understood as a refueling station. Providing each of
them with the energy (Holy Spirit) and perseverance to run this race called life.
