 Dear Salem Family, 

 

Spring is in the air; we can feel it, we can sense it waiting on the threshold, maybe 
just on the other side of this next cold snap.  So we wait anxiously for it to make an 
appearance, figuratively checking our watch now and then as we wait.   

 

What is it about spring that stirs our hearts? 

 

Is it just the return of warmer weather, the fact that the sun lingers a little longer every day?  Or could it be 
that—for students and teachers alike—the first three quarters of the year are behind them, and the end of the 
school year is in sight…summer vacation is so close that you can practically smell it?  Or maybe it’s the idea 
that we don’t have to try to gauge our morning commute based on how the roads are going to be? 

 

Maybe it’s all of the above.  Who can argue the positive effects of blue sky and sunlight, warm breezes and 
the music they create when they stir the leaves outside our windows?   

 

But while these things come to mind when we think spring, they’re pretty superficial.  I think there’s something 
more going on—something deeper—because as civilized as we are, as much as we understand the role of 
orbital mechanics and the precession of our planet in the march of seasons, the coming of spring is still a little 
bit magical…a reminder that God keeps God’s promises.   

 

A long time ago, humanity strayed from the path, strayed from the life that God intended for it.  Instead of fol-
lowing God’s path, we plunged ahead and forged our own…only to find out that it took us away from 
God.  Even today, many of us work industriously to make our own paths to happiness and success, only to 
find that despite everything we thought we’d gained, we are just that much farther away from true happi-
ness…that nothing we can earn, nothing we can make, nothing we can do will fill that God-sized hole in our 
soul.  Only God can do that, and only Jesus can make it happen. 

 

CS Lewis gave us Narnia, locked in eternal winter by the presence of evil, to stand for the winter of our 
souls—the coldness and emptiness in our lives that is the absence of God.  It is no accident, I think, that the 
resurrection of Christ took place in the spring-- that new, reborn life came out of the tomb to banish death, like 
a seed sprouting out of the ground, at the same time of year that our world shakes off the cold of winter and 
brings forth life once more.   

 

Spring is here!  I pray that for you, this new season of life will also bring a new season of hope and re-
birth.  Christ is risen!  Death holds no power over us, sin need not tear us away from God, and it’s all because 
no matter what the calendar says, we know that Easter is a sort of eternal spring in our lives…an everlasting 
promise of renewal and life.

Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) 

EFT allows you to keep making contributions even when you are not able to attend a Sun-
day service.
